I’m lucky that my wife had the time to look thru Nextdoor or I would have missed this
announcement. Where is the communication from our city government?
This is a bad idea. Has the mayor ever driven around a Sandy neighborhood the week before their
pickup date? There is a flurry of activity cleaning up yards and houses that otherwise would not
occur.
